End cap — perforated
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- ridge batten grips (11) are placed on the connection point of two rafters. They are installed on every rafter.
First a leveling grip is installed, and there after other ridge batten grips are positioned in a defined axis.

- ridge batten with 3x5cm dimensions is placed on top of the ridge batten grips . The ridge batten is fixed with
screws. It is neccessary to perform leveling.

- Rollable aluminium ridge vent 28 is placed on top of the ridge batten. A self-adhesive tape is found on the
rollable aluminium ridge vent which serves for sticking and gluing the rollable aluminium ridge vent to the
roof tile and for adapting to the tile profile and pattern.

Later, the ridge tile clamps are fixated and mounted and roof ridge tiles are positioned and mounted.

- End cap — perforated for roof ridge tiles is positioned and mounted after roof ridge tiles mounting and it is
fixated with a nail to the roof ridge batten.

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MOUNTING THE ROOF UNDERLAY FOIL

- Roof underlay foil is positioned and mounted horizontaly from the bottom to the top.

- Boarding is not mandatory, therefore the roof underlay foil is mounted directly on the
rafters which puts a great relief and enables financial savings.

- Itis positioned and mounted on top of a roughly processed roof construnction without the
use of chemical protection for the wooden construnction.

- Thelogo NEXE F 150, VAXO L 125, PTL 100 must be on the top surface, visible from the top
surface.

- Foil is stretched over the rafters, and mounted with counter battens (with nails) or with a
roof stapler

- Inroof underlay mounting overlap of the foils must be minimaly 10 cm and maximaly 20 cm
(depending on the roof slope)

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- Time frame of mounting is 3 months

- Air space Between the roof underly foil and the tile must be at least 3 cm

- Place of air entry into the construction (on the roof rake) is protected by using bird
protection grille 10 which prevents bird entry and other pests.

- Proper air ventilation and air flow on the roof ridge can be achieved by using a ,,dry”
technique and method of roof ridge tile installation or with mounting of the ventilation tiles
in the second row from the roof ridge

- Itis possible to walk over the foil only if the adequate surface is beneath it

- Inthe roof valleys under the sheet metal is mounted as a double, and overlaps are glued
with a diffuse duct tape

- Diffuse duct tape is mandatory for gluing overlaps when the roof inclination is les than 20
deg.
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ROOFING EQUIPMENT

ROLLABLE ALLUMINIUM RIDGE VENT 28

Universal element of roofing equipment designed for dry execution of ridge which
ensures ventilation underneath the ridge tile. On the edge on both sides of the vent,
there are self-adhesive tapes for attaching to the tile.

RIDGE BATTEN GRIP

A metal element used to fasten the ridge batten.
By using it and placing it correctly, you get an accurate
and straight line of ridge tiles.

BIRD PROTECTION GRILLE

Bird protection grille is used at the lower roof ventilation openings so as to prevent birds
and insects from entering the roof structure.

Black Brown

Zinc clasp against storms (storm resistant
fastener) is used in areas with frequent and
strong winds. It increases the safety of the
construction and the resistance of tiles to wind
gusts. It is placed sideways along the tile slot.
The fastener is universal for all models of Nexe
tiles.

In addition, when using the ,dry“
mounting technique for the roof ridge tiles
the bottom longitudinal portion of the roof
ridge tile must be in direct contact with the
ridge batten. Other technical specifications
must be adhered to, such as the distance
between the top of the ridge (top most
point of contact between two rafters) and
the first batten, the height of the ridge
batten and the proper inclination of the
roof rafters.
